STATEMENT OF PURPOSE: This resolution authorizes the city to accept an amendment
to an earlier grant from the Minnesota commissioner of public safety to support
the operation of the Lake Superior drug and gang task force during 2008-2009 in
conjunction with partner agencies.

The Lake Superior drug and gang task force has been in existence since 1991 and
is now a legal entity pursuant to a joint powers agreement.

The members of the task force are the city of Duluth, the city of Hermantown, the
city of Superior and St. Louis County. The function of the task force is to
promote coordination and cooperation between the member agencies in addressing
drug-related and gang-related crime in the Duluth-Superior metropolitan area.
All participating members participate in supplying the task force with personnel
and funds but the city of Duluth is the fiscal agent and, as such, is the
recipient of the grants such as this one.

The original grant from the state was in the amount of $335,000 with the intent
to increase this amount to $670,000 when funds became available; this amendment
implements that intent.
