STATEMENT OF PURPOSE:  The city intends to extend the Lakewalk trail in front of
the Ledges townhomes from approximately 23rd Avenue East to 25th Avenue East
within the area that was acquired by the city by free conveyance from the state.
Although most of the work will be done by city staff, there are certain fixed
“hard” costs that need to be expended.  Some of these costs include survey
expenses and material costs for gravel, erosion control items and restoration of
the existing turf.
