PAVEMENT REHABILITATION (CPR) PROJECTS AND THE INTER-
SECTION IMPROVEMENT PROJECT IN THE AMOUNT OF $80,000.

intersection improvement project (Piedmont Avenue and First Street) in the amount

of $80,000, payable from the Street Improvement Fund 0440, Department/Agency 038,

Object 5530, city project nos.

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STATEMENT OF PURPOSE:  This resolution will authorize the an agreement for
professional engineering services to perform design engineering and construction
inspection of the concrete pavement rehabilitation (CPR) projects (19th Avenue
East from Superior Street to Eighth Street, and 24th Avenue West from Michigan
Street to Skyline Parkway) and the intersection improvement project (Piedmont
Avenue at First Street).  Based upon the city’s staff review of the proposals
received, the low-bid cost proposal, and previous experience with SEH, Inc., it
is recommended that the city enter into an agreement with SEH, Inc.  Additional
services for retaining wall and driveway work are also needed and were not
included in the proposal.  We have added $16,950 to the proposal for this
additional work.  Total amount for the services requested is $80,000.  The
working fund will be the Street Improvement Fund 0440, Department/Agency 038,
Object 5530, city project nos. 0822TR, 0826TR and 0758TR respectively.
