STATEMENT OF PURPOSE: This rescolution authorizes the renewal of a contract with
Waste Management of Minnesota, Inc. (Canyon) for $55,125 in tipping fees in the
disposal of boiler ash during year 2011, payable from the steam fund. A tipping
fee 1is the charge levied upon a given dquantity of waste received at a waste
processing facility.

The purchasing division posted the original request for bids July 29, 2009, on
the city’s website. Three complete bids were received by the closing date. After
careful consideration of all factors (including the hauling fee), Waste
Management of Minnesota was determined to be the most reasonable.

The original contract period ran from October 1, 2009, through September 30,
2010, and allowed two additional one-year renewal options. The current period
is the first renewal option from October 1, 2010, through September 30, 2011.
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
