RESOLUTION VACATING STREETS AND ALLEYS SURROUNDING THE
WOODLAND MIDDLE SCHOOL SITE AT 201 CLOVER STREET
{(VILLAGE CENTER DEVELOPMENT) .

CITY PROPOSAL:

RESQLVED, that:

{a) The city council finds a sufficient petition was filed with the city
requesting the wvacation of the following streets and alleys at the Woodland
Middle School site: the unimproved portion of Summit Street, East Griggs Place,
Prospect Avenue, North 27th Avenue East, and the alley behind East Eighth Street,
as well as the improved portion of the alley behind Woodland Avenue and a portion
of the intersection at Clover Street and East Eighth Street (PL 12-010}; and

(b) Pursuant to Section 100 of the City Charter and Section 50-37.6 of
Chapter 50 of the Duluth City Code, as amended, such petition was duly referred
to the city planning commission and such commission gave due notice of public
hearing and did consider same in public hearing and the city planning commission
found that the petitioned wvacation is useless for wvehicular, utility and
pedestrian purposes; and

{c) The city planning commission, at its Tuesday, March 27, 2012,
meeting, recommended approval of the vacation petition; and

(d} The city council of the city of Duluth approves the vacation of the

streets and alleys described below and as described and depicted on Public

Document No.

All land in the county of St. Louis, state of Minnesota:
All that part of Summit Street (a.k.a. Manitoba Street), Clover
Hill Division of Duluth, lying easterly of the easterly line of Wocdland Avenue.
Together with:
A1l that part of East Griggs Place (a.k.a. Codding Street },
Clover Hill Division of Duluth and all that part of East Griggs Place (a.k.a.
Codding Street), Motor Line Division of Duluth lying easterly of the easterly

line of Woodland Avenue, Clover Hill and Motor Line Divisions of Duluth.



Together with:

All those parts of Prospect Avenue, Motor Line Division to
Duluth and Prospect Avenue, Mount Royal Division of Duluth lying southerly of the
southerly line of Elizabeth Street, Motor Line and Mount Royal Divisions of
Duluth.

27th Avenue East, Willard's Division to Duluth, lying
northwesterly of the northwesterly line of East Eighth Street, Willard's Division
to Duluth.

Together with:

All that part of the alley between Blocks 8 and 9, Clover Hill
Division of Duluth from the northerly line of Clover Street to a line 50 easterly
of the easterly property line of Lot 3, Block 8, Clover Hill Division of Duluth.

Together with:

All of the alley in Block 19, Willard's Division to Duluth.

Together with:

All of the alley in Block 6, Mount Royal Division to Duluth.

Together with:

A1l those parts of Clover Street and East Eighth Street, Clover
Hill Division of Duluth, adjacent to those parts of Lots 4 thru 9, Block 9, said
Clover Hill Division of Duluth lying northerly of the northerly line of Clover
Street extended and northwesterly of the northwesterly line of East Eighth Street
extended.

Subject to the retention of an easement for utility purposes over the

following-described parts of North 27th Avenue East, Prospect Avenue, and the
alley behind East Eighth Street, as more particularly described below and as

described and depicted on Public Document No.

All of the alley in Block 1%, Willard's Division to Duluth.

All of the alley in Block 6, Mount Royal Division to Duluth.

Rule Charter of the city of Duluth, 1912, as amended, authorized to record, with
the register of deeds and/or the registrar of titles of Saint Louis County,
Minnesota, a certified copy of this resolution and public document showing the

utility easement to be vacated.

Summary of Code Requirements (reference section with a brief description):

Vacation of public rights of way and/or easements requires a Planning Commission public hearing with a recommendation to City
Council. City Council action is to approve or deny by resolution. Resolutions approving either a full or partial vacation require a

6/9's vote of the Council.

Code Requirements are found in the UDC Section 50-37.6. The Planning Commission shall review the proposed vacation, and
council shall approve the proposed vacation, or approve it with modifications, if it determines that the street, highway or

easement proposed for vacation;

1.Is not and will not be needed for the safe and efficient circulation of automabiles, trucks, bicycles or pedestrians or the efficient

supply of utilities or public services in the city;
2. Where the street terminates at a waterfront or shoreline, the street is not and will not be needed to provide pedestrian or

recreational access to the water;
3. Is not otherwise needed to promote the public health, safety or welfare of the citizens of Duluth.
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Comprehensive Plan Findings (Governing Principle and/or Policies) and Current History (if applicable):

Comprehensive Plan:

1. Principles

Principle #1 - Reuse previously developed lands

Principle #4 - Support emerging economic growth sectors
Principle #8 - Encourage mix of activities, uses and densities

2. Neighborhood Mixed Use land use category is described as a transitional use between more intensive commercial uses and
purely residential neighborhoods.

Current History:

This site contains Woodland Middle School, which will be closing under the school district's long range facilities plan. Village
Center Development has purchased the undeveloped portion of the site and plans to start construction in 2012; Village Center
Development will acquire the remainder of the site after the schoof has closed.

Discussion (use numbered or bullet points; summarize and attach department, agency and citizen comments):

Staff finds that:

1). The following streets are unimproved ("paper streets") and there are no plans to improve them for vehicular or pedestrian
purposes: Summit Street, E Griggs Place, Prospect Avenue, N 27th Avenue E, and the alley behind E 8th Street.

2). The improved alley behind Woodland Avenue and portion of improved right of way at the intersection of E 8th Street and
Clover Street will no longer be needed for public purposas after the site is developed.

3). There is a gas line along N 27th Avenue E and private utilities along N 27th Avenue E, Prospect Avenue, and the alley behind E
8th Street. Comments from Minnesota Power indicated a need for a public easement to serve the utilities, including existing
power lines.

4). No other comments were received.

5). Staff finds that this right of way is not and will not be needed for the safe and efficient circulation of automobiles, trucks,
bicycles or pedestrians in the city; and that the right of way is not and will not be needed to provide pedestrian or recreational
access to the water. Because it is needed for utility purposes, a public easement is requested. The right of way is not otherwise
needed to promote the public health, safety or welfare of the citizens of Duluth.

Staff Recommendation (include Planning Commission findings, i.e., recommend to approve):

Based on the above findings Staff recommends that the Planning Commission recommend approval to the City Council of the
street vacation request:

To vacate the unimproved portion (paper street) of Summit Street, E Griggs Place, Prospect Avenue, N 27th Avenue E, and the
alley behind E 8th Street, as well as the improved portion of the alley behind Woodiand Avenue and a portion of the intersection
at Clover Street and E 8th Street, maintaining a public easement over those portions of the right of way shown in the attached
exhibit from Minnesota Power dated 2-15-12.
