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STATEMENT OF PURPOSE: This resolution authorizes the purchase of one (1)
Freightliner model 114SD tandem axle dump truck cab and chassis for the public
works and utilities department for $114,981.00, payable from the water and gas
funds. Funds were approved from the 2013 Capital Equipment Program. The total
purchase is based on Minnesota State Contract 61001, Release T-647(5). When this
unit is approved for purchase, the department will initiate a requisition for
standard outfitting with a tandem dump body box.

Historical information:

(a) Truck 1732 - a 2005 Mack CV712 single axle dump truck with 22,894 miles
and 14% of the original purchase price expensed in maintenance and repairs
is to be transferred to park maintenance. For the large quantities of
material hauled by Utility Operations, a tandem axle dump truck is a more
efficient use of equipment than a single axle dump truck.

(b) Unit 3350, a 1995 International tandem axle dump truck with 122,650 miles
and 200% of the original purchase price expensed in maintenance and
repairs is to be sold at auction. This truck, currently assigned to park
maintenance, has the dump box hydraulics disabled because the dump box is
unsafe. It can only be used to transport equipment. Replacement by a
better used single axle dump will serve multiple functions such as hauling
wood chips and other materials, and towing equipment that includes the
brush chipper and trails groomer.
