Draft Ordinance Modifying and Establishing Procedures for Assessing for Local Improvements, Amending Chapter 45 of the Code.

Copies of the draft ordinance were handed out.  Cindy has already provided comments to Bob Asleson and will create a revised flow chart to reflect the changes.

Major changes are:

· No assessment will be greater than 25% of the total construction costs.

· “Gray areas” have been cleaned up.

· The remonstrance process is completely removed.

· Assessments can now be made on other bases besides total front footage, and benefitting properties could be assessed an equal amount.

· Petitioners will have 30 days to withdraw their signatures.

· The minimum to be amortized on a special assessment is $500, with a minimum yearly payment of $100.  Anything below $500 will have to be paid in full the first year.


Also discussed were MSA projects, which cannot be special assessed by the city, and the method of setting interest rates on assessments.  

Cindy Voigt moved that the suggested modifications be accepted by the Board.  Cari Pedersen seconded, and the motion passed.
