Plat/Parcel No. 2791-100 Outlot A Lakeview Division First Addition

Linda Brophy explained that while preparing the notifications on the upcoming preservation project on Kenwood Ave. she noticed that one of the parcels had an unusually high amount.  Upon further review with Building Safety Office, it was noted that this parcel, Outlot A, was not buildable per the plat dedication.  This parcel is not part of a common interest community.
Cindy Vogt noted page 5 of the current Special Assessment Board Policy Handbook, and page 33.  Both mention unbuildable parcels and item 7 on page 33 mentions that a reduced benefit should be considered on unbuildable lots.

After some discussion, because it was unbuildable, and a common interest community did not exist, it did not appear that any benefit to Outlot A for the preservation work on Kenwood Avenue would be enjoyed.
