Cindy Voigt called the meeting to order at 7:02 P.M. and introduced herself, Jim Benning, Keith Hamre, Matt Decur, and John Gellatly. 
Matt Decur gave a short project summary of the Glenwood Street project.  The proposed street width will be 38 feet wide which includes two 11 foot travel lanes, a 10 foot parking lane on the North side, and a 6 foot shoulder.  There will also be 5 foot boulevards with trees as well as 5 foot sidewalks on both sides of the street. Construction is set for May 2010 extending to October 2011.  He indicated that the assessment rate was determined to be $47 per front foot.
Public Comments:

· Ted Kochevar: 5401 Glenwood Street, asked about the cost factor and if it was 100 feet or 100 percent.  Linda Brophy indicated that the cost factor was his assessable frontage or 100 feet in his case. 
· Missy Staichen: 5832 Glenwood Street, spoke for Steve LaPage: 5832 Glenwood Street as he could not be there.  She asked if, besides the amount of the $47 per foot that people are being assessed, is there going to be additional money due for the CIPP lining or any additional monies due for the sewer.  Missy said, of the people she has petitioned on Glenwood Street, nobody likes the design.  They would like it to be handicapped accessible with the ramps.  As for having a bike lane, which is not paved with a diamond as a bike lane but it does not allow parking, so she would like some clarification on that.  She mentioned the trees that would be taken out and can the sewer be done without widening the street and making the sidewalks on the edges accessible without having to tear down the trees.  She would like more stop signs on the road. There is no slow or 15 mile an hour in the school zone and she is concerned about the speed.  She suggested implementing stop signs every two blocks.  Let the traffic let the trucks do their detour and go through there but make them stop every couple blocks so they are not going 40 and 50 miles an hour up here or downhill. 
Public Hearing was closed at 7:13 PM.
