Signoff on sewer connection requests at 327 Occidental Blvd. (private dwelling) and at 1301 Mall Drive (Culver’s Restaurant).  

Both of these routine connection requests will be paid over fifteen years.  Dave Montgomery signed 

off on both of them.

Estimated assessment rate for upcoming (2010/2011) state aid project on Glenwood St. – Matt Decur

Glenwood Street from 43rd Avenue East to 60th Avenue East will be rebuilt in 2010.  This is an MSA route so state money will be involved.  Cindy Voigt said residents should be assessed at the regular residential rate, and Cari Pedersen added that the actual assessment rate should probably be bumped up a bit to allow for sidewalks and bituminous.  Dave Montgomery asked if the plans included bike lanes, and said this would be a prime opportunity to solicit design ideas at public meetings.  Jim Benning said the cost should be fixed citywide and that it would not be fair to residents of other streets scheduled for reconstruction for the city to start adding items to one project.  Cindy Voigt recommended a rate of $47 per front foot, which Jim Benning said is already on the high end for a 28-foot street.  Cindy moved, and Jim seconded, that the rate be set at $47 per front foot, and the motion passed.
