
BWSR January 28th, 2014 Progress Report 

The City of Duluth has worked to identify, assess, prioritize, design, and construct approximately twelve 

streambank stabilization projects as a part of the City's recovery efforts following the June 2012 flooding 

disaster.  

The City has used a competitive, public bid process to select environmental engineers to design and 

prepare bid documents for these highest-priority sites.  

At the time of this progress report, most of the preliminary survey, plans, quantities, and permit 

applications are completed and being reviewed by City of Duluth engineering staff. In the next phase we 

will be reviewing cost estimates, bid documents, access issues, permitting reviews, and scope/budget. 

We are also looking to coordinate these projects with other nearby restoration work (principally with 

the SWCD) to eliminate overlap and produce the most cost-effective outcome. We are also working to 

leverage additional funding from other sources including FEMA, Trout Unlimited, State of MN sources, 

Great Lakes Restoration Initiative (GLRI) funds, and other grant-funded projects.  

Additionally, we are working to include stakeholders in this process and keep them updated as the 

projects unfold.  We are looking to coordinate plans and resources with other groups in the area (ie 

utilizing material from a stream project to enhance nearby trails).  

In general, preliminary plans are looking to utilize live-stakes and plantings (where apprpriate) to 

improve riparian habitat and shading along these designated trout streams.  

Moving forward, we are continuing to work with stakeholder groups, community groups, regulatory 

agencies, funding agencies, and interested citizens to ensure that these projects integrate with the 

community, existing master plans, and neighborhood uses.
