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The City of Duluth has and will continue to be a strong supporter of decent and
affordable housing. Through the Community Development Block Grant Pro-
gram the City has provided over $30 million in housing support. Projects in-
clude weatherization, mortgage assistance programs, housing for the disabled,
and rehabilitation of homes. The CDBG and HOME programs have been
providing support to the Housing Resource Connection, the one stop shop for
any housing needs. Members of the Housing Resource Connection include the
Duluth Housing and Redevelopment Authority, Arrowhead Economic Opportuni-
ty Agency, 1Roof Community Housing, and Ecolibrium3. These 4 agencies and
the City of Duluth leverage CDBG and HOME dollars to bring in other state,
federal, and private investment to support a diverse housing stock in Duluth.
