Sealed bids will be received by the City Purchasing Agent in and for the Corporation of the City of Duluth, Minnesota, at his office, Room 100 City Hall, Duluth, Minnesota, 55802, (218) 730-5340 until 2:00 PM local time on December 17, 2008 for the above named project.  Immediately thereafter, bids will be taken to room 211A City Hall, where they will be publicly opened and read aloud.

Scope of project: The work consists of replacing an existing horizontal centrifugal pump with a new pump, the City of Duluth has already purchased the replacement pump.  Existing pump, motor, and frame will be removed from the pump room.   Contractor will be responsible to accept delivery of the pump, locate the pump to the dry well and provide installation.  New electrical conductors and motor starter will be installed in the existing facility.  The Contractor will also replace a check valve on the discharge side of the pump.

Attention is called to the fact that not less than the minimum salaries and prevailing wages as set forth in the contract documents must be paid on this project.
