6.0 CONSTRUCTION METHODS AND DISSASEMBLY CRITERIA

It is not the fire department’s intent to limit bidding to apparatus with bolted construction only

7.0 GENERAL WARRANTY

The department will consider warranty alternatives that vendors believe to be equal to or superior to warranty requirements described.

12.0 CHASSIS PREPAYMENT DISCOUNT

All vendors should list deductions available for payments prior to the completion of the apparatus.  The fire department, purchasing, and the city’s finance office will consider all options we believe beneficial to the city while best protecting the city’s financial interests.

PROPOSAL PRINT/DRAWING, APPARATUS SIZE
Bid specifications require a maximum apparatus height of 138 inches.  A vendor inquired if we would be willing to accept a proposal for an apparatus at 139 inches.  We will consider such a proposal.  However, should a competitive proposal not meet the 138 inch requirement, the vendor will be required to demonstrate that their apparatus will fit in required station apparatus bays that have a height of  144 inches.  Vendors should keep in mind the potential for snow/ice build up as well as incline at station aprons.
